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2.	T urn the dial counterclockwise past the sec-
ond combination number, then stop on it the 
second rotation.

3.	R otate the dial clockwise and stop on the 
third combination number.

4.	O rient the key so that the notch in the thumb 
tab is facing up, then insert it into the key-
hole.

5.	T urn the key clockwise until it stops to with-
draw the locking bolts from the cabinet frame, 
then open the door.

6.	 When finished, close the door and turn the 
key counterclockwise until it stops to engage 
the locking bolts and lock the door. disengage 
the locking tumblers and prevent unlocking 
the door with the key.

To open and lock your safe:

1.	R otate the combination dial two rotations past 
the first combination number, then stop on it 
the third rotation, as illustrated in Figure 2.
